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Overview of April 16, 2009
Knollwood City Councﬂ Meeting

EMERGENCY PLANNING AND PROCEDURES:

Council Member Ron Harris lead discussion regarding supplies for civil
emergencies.

BILL COLLECTION AGENCIES:

City Clerk Marilyn Waojnas reported fifteen unpaid utility bills less than a year old.
Mayor Roelke suggested researching collection agencies .

MAY 9TH ELECTION:

The Council was reminded that early voting will be held April 27th — May 5th and
informed that poll workers are still needed for Election Day May Sth.

MEETING WITH GREATER TEXOMA UTILITY AUTHORITY:

Mayor Richard Roelke and City Attorney Gene Roelke reported on their meeting
with the General Manager of the GTUA in which they learned the bond to replace
impaired water mains, relocate meters and provide more fire hydrants is estimated
to cost $300,000.

WATER METER READING:

The Mayor stated that current pay for meter reading is a flat fee of $50.00 for
reading once a month. Re-readings and water cut-offs are not included in this
amount.

PUBLIC UTILITY COMMISSION NOTICE OF RATE INCREASE:

The Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUC) issued notice of a 2.07% rate
increase due to inflation, which will raise the residential rates from the 2008 amount
of 63 cents to 65 cents per month. A motion was passed to accept the rate
increase.

TEXAS MUNICIPAL LEAGUE'S SEWER RISK POOL:

The council discussed the Texas Municipal League's sewer risk pool which would
help clean up potential sewage backups. The program has a minimum rate of $500.
per year with a possible 25% discount if lines are cleared on schedule. Further
investigation may determine deduction amounts, tap fees and any possible rate
reductions.

Council Member Gary Chilton informed the council that on April 14th, 2009 he
reported a brush burning incident to the Sherman Fire Department that he
witnessed at 120 Bluffview. The City attorney will write a notice that Knollwood
citizens must honor Sherman's burn ban.

The next regularly scheduled City Council meeting will be May 21, 2009.
